         a training workshop with Master Gardeners 

What do teachers need to do? 
         Plant an organic garden during the 2010-2011 school year 

         The garden must include food (herbs, vegetables, etc.) 

         Have administrative support 

         Include plans on integrating the garden into your curriculum 

         Use vegetables grown in the garden for a taste experience for your students 

         Continue the garden project beyond the current year 

         Provide feedback and some sort of portfolio (website, photos, journal entries, etc) at year’s end
